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About the Program
Dorothy Stang Popular Education Adult High 
School is the only bilingual high school 
completion program serving Latino adults, ages 
25 or older, in the Midwest. 
 

Graduates of the program receive a state-certified, 
high school diploma through Aspira Inc. of Illinois, 
an accredited Illinois charter high school. At Doro-
thy Stang High School, students: 
 

• Earn credit for life experience 
• Receive classes in English and Spanish, using 

the popular education methods of Paulo 
Freire 

• Develop critical thinking skills 
• Are challenged 
 

The nine-month program begins in September and 
offers classes Monday through Thursday evenings,  
6 pm to 9:15 pm, to accommodate working adults. 
 

An all-volunteer faculty makes it possible for 
students to pay NO tuition fees and a small mat eri-
als fee. 
 

Minimum eligibility requirements include: 
• 9 Years of education in the U.S. or any country 
• Basic English skills 
• Must be 25 years or older 

Since its founding in 2003, the program has had zero 
to very limited funding. Notre Dame has generously 
provided classrooms rent-free, and the faculty, ad-
ministrators and board members provide many 
hours of unpaid voluntary labor. However, these 
limited resources makes it very difficult for teachers 
to make photocopies, students to have their own 
books and staff to rent caps and gowns.
